Do you remember how to use quantifiers?

Some/any (+ composites: -body, -thing, -where)
•	Some and any refer to an undefined number or amount of something.
•	Use some in positive statements, requests and offers.
Add some salt to the potatoes. 
Could you give me some salt, please?
This party is something special.

•	Use any in negative statements and questions.
There isn’t any butter in the fridge. Do we have any olive oil left? 
I can’t find it anywhere. Is there anything left at all?


Much/many – (a) few / (a) little
•	Use much (for ‘lots of’) and (a) little (for a small number) with uncountable nouns.
How much butter do we need? – Oh, just a little butter will do.

•	Use many (for ‘lots of’) and (a) few (for a small number) with countable nouns.
How many apples do you need for the cake? 
We still have a few eggs left for breakfast.

•	Note the difference in meaning:
	a little = ein wenig; 	a few = ein paar
little = nur wenig; 	few = nur wenige



You need a few carrots for this salad.
Few people really believed her story.
