· Form of the going to future: am/is/are + going to + infinitive
I’m not going to play outside when it’s starting to rain now.
The authorities are going to introduce speed limits.
Look at those clouds. It’s going to snow.

Will future
· Form: will + infinitive
I hope the weather will be fine tomorrow. – Well, the weather forecast says the sun won’t (will not) shine.

Present progressive with future meaning
We are having a barbecue on the weekend.
She’s leaving for New York on Monday.

Present simple with future meaning
The train arrives at 10 p.m. tonight.
The concert starts at 8:30.
